Ministry Responsibilities:
1. Oxygen Worship

- Organizing groups of musicians to help lead in worship

2. Preaching
- Preaching a sermon once every month or two in Oxygen service

- Teaching a lesson once every month or two in High School or Junior High

3. Tuesday Night Discussion
- Creating topic and questions for Tuesday night discussion group
- General planning and leading of the group (location and logistics)

- Create posts on Facebook and the church website regarding discussion
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4. Event Planning
- Plan a monthly event for college group to facilitate community
- Help organize or assist in High School and Junior High ministries events

- General planning and facilitation of all aspects of Student Ministries

5. Relational
- Being involved in student’s lives and establishing relationships with students

- Attend student’s activities (sports, plays, etc.)
